Thermal expansion and contraction causes pipe to move, which can result in roof and pipe
damage. The rate of thermal expansion depends upon three factors: pipe material, the length

of the pipe and the temperature range, and/or the hottest and coldest temperature the pipe will
be exposed to. Rooftop pipe supports protect roofs by allowing pipes to move without damaging
the roof—and are required by code.
